Nick Baets for Canada Post

Mr. Baets gave an update on Canada Post’s plans for redevelopment of the
Riverside Drive site. He showed the board a drawing of the site showing further
details of the new exit to Riverside Drive. Canada Post is also looking into including
a sidewalk along the east side of the property connecting Brookfield to the O Train
station (estimated cost of $20,000). However, at this time all plans are on hold
pending review by the new Federal Government. Mr. Baets, on behalf of Canada
Post, presented the RPCRA with a donation of $300 to support the community
website.

Rink Report

Barb reported all rinks are operating. Peter Freamo is seeking confirmation he is
covered by insurance for snow clearing operations.

Motion — 2100 per rink, 500 for maintenance, 10% for emergency. Moved by Rolf,



seconded by Dave.

Carolyn suggested that arrangements be made to transfer the “boards” from the
rink at Bayview Public School to the Vanier rink. The Vanier facilities are available
outside the restricted hours on school property at Bayview and provide more
benefit to the community.

New Business

Bill Smith, representing Neighbourhood Watch of Riverside Park
West, said they were asking the City for a traffic study along
Flannery and Springland Drive.

770 Brookfield

Carolyn reported that Councillor McRae planned to have a public
meeting on the rezoning of this property for redevelopment on Feb
4, 2004. It was also noted that the Confederation Heights Agreement
of 1996 stated that future development of former Canada Post
property on Brookfield would be restricted to 4 stories in height.
